COLOR THEME PROJECT
Materials:
2 SHEETS rolled paper each of 10’, poster board/object, markers, magazines, tape 
· Today we will pick a theme for the COLOR PROJECT. The theme can be anything interesting and allows for lots of color: the beach, the jungle, space, New York, etc.
· In addition to the background, we will create objects to go onto the theme using color schemes (for the beach example you can make a ball but it has to have a color scheme like complementary colors of purple and yellow or a crab and do monochromatic colors of red). 
· The first part is making the background. If you have beach then the background could be the sunset and water/ sand and water/ etc. This should be made with the rolled paper. 3 people will  create the background 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]We also need objects; 2 people need to choose items to place on the themed paper. For beach you could have a boat, a crab, a dolphin, an umbrella, etc. These items need to be sized in comparison to the rolled paper, so the size of 1 sheet of 8.5 x 11 paper will not be enough.
