CONSTITUTION & BYLAWS

OF THE

CYPRESS RANCH FFA BOOSTER CLUB

ARTICLE I – NAME

The name of this organization shall be “CYPRESS RANCH FFA BOOSTER CLUB.”

ARTICLE II – OBJECTIVE

The association is organized exclusively for charitable, educational, and scientific purposes, including, for such purposes the making of distributions to organizations that qualify as exempt organizations under section 501 (C) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code or any future tax code.  The purpose of this organization shall be:  to promote and be a support group to the Cypress Ranch FFA Chapter and the FFA teachers, in all the endeavors in which they are involved.

ARTICLE III – MEMBERSHIP

The Executive Board shall meet prior to the general membership meeting.  The suggested Order of Business for the general membership meeting shall be as follows:

ARTICLE IV – EXECUTIVE ORGANIZATION

An Executive Board comprised of elected officers shall govern this organization.  The FFA teachers shall act as advisors if needed.  The elected officers of the Club shall be as follows:

ARTICLE V – DUTIES OF OFFICERS

President – The President shall preside at all meetings of the organization and perform all the duties pertaining to the office.  The President shall be the liaison between the FFA Teachers and the Club membership.  With the approval of the Executive Board, he/she shall appoint all Standing and Special Committees, and he/she shall be an ex-officio member of all committees with the exclusion of the nominating committee.  The President shall have vote voice only in the event of a tie.

1st Vice President – The 1st Vice President shall, in the absence of the President, perform all the duties of the President.  He/She shall also represent Cypress Ranch FFA at the Livestock Association Board Meetings.  He/She shall also be the Chairperson of all fundraising efforts sponsored by the Booster Club.

*2nd Vice President-The 2nd Vice President shall be in charge of duties as assigned by the President.  He/She shall perform the duties of the Vice-President in the event of his/her absence.  He/She shall be actively involved of all fundraising activities of the organization.  He/She shall keep the Cy-Ranch FFA Booster Club Website current.

Secretary – The Secretary shall keep an accurate record of all the proceedings of the organization, and of the Executive Board Committee meetings.  He/She shall furnish a roster of the members and copies of all club minutes to the Executive Board and membership at each meeting.  He/She shall be in charge of member status for all voting issues.

Treasurer – The Treasurer shall be in charge of keeping accurate records of all funds collected by the Cypress Ranch FFA Booster Club.  Duties shall include collecting of dues from membership, deposit of dues, fundraiser monies and any other such monies.  He/She shall issue a receipt for all monies received and make disbursements as necessary by approval of the Executive Board and in compliance with the rules of the 501 (C).  He/She shall also furnish a list of all eligible voting members.  He/She shall supply a financial report at each Executive Board Meeting and give report results at each regular Booster Club Meeting.  The Cypress Ranch FFA Booster Club account shall be open for an audit by the Audit Committee at anytime.  All Executive Board members’ signatures are to be maintained on file at the financial institution in which the checking account is located.  Two (2) signatures of any Executive Board member shall be required on checks.

*CFISD Livestock Show Representative- The LSA Rep. shall be responsible for attending all CFISD LSA meetings.  He/She shall serve as the liaison between the booster club and the LSA and oversee financial transactions for school show.  He/She will obtain buyer’s gifts for school show and fill committee spots for school show.  He/She will market school show to the public by the following:  sending of “Save the Date” magnets, invitations, newsletters and Holiday card to past and potential buyers.  He/She shall obtain volunteers for the Cy-Ranch Booster Club table at the FFA LSA table during the show.

Executive Board – The Executive Board, which consists of the President, 1st Vice President, 2nd Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer and CFISD LSA Representative shall have the right to pay reasonable expenses with the majority vote of the Executive Board.

ARTICLE VI – OFFICERS

Election of Officers:

The President shall appoint a nominating committee comprised of the Executive Board and two (2) representatives from the general membership.  Nominations from the floor will be taken at the March Booster Club Meeting.  The nominating committee shall verify the proposed slate of officers have been in good standing as an ACTIVE member and have been present at the majority of the club meetings since the beginning of the school year (August through March).  Each person on the slate of officers will be called by the nominating committee before the April meeting to verify whether or not they will run for office.  The election shall be held at the April Booster Club Meeting.  A majority vote of the ACTIVE members present shall constitute an election.  The new officers elected will assume their duties beginning with the May Booster Club Meeting.

Removal of Officers:

Any officer may be removed from office with due cause with prior notice, by affirmative vote of the majority of the ACTIVE Booster Club Members.

Vacancy of Office:

In the event of a vacancy, except for the President, the vacancy will be filled at the next regular scheduled meeting by taking nominations from the floor.  The proposed officers shall be in good standing as an ACTIVE member.  A majority vote of the ACTIVE members present shall constitute an election.

ARTICLE VII – NONDISCLOSURE

The vendor list, silent auction list and the buyer list shall not be given out to any outside source.

ARTICLE VIII – MEMBERSHIP

General Membership shall be divided into two (2) categories:

ACTIVE AND ASSOCIATE

Active – All parents and/or guardians of students who are enrolled in the Cypress Ranch High School FFA Program are eligible for ACTIVE membership.  Privileges of membership based upon payment of yearly dues shall include attendance at a majority of participation in all club activities.

Associate – Privileges of membership upon payment of yearly dues shall include the attendance at all meetings, the right to participate in discussions and to address the membership during meetings and all such privileges of Active members with the following exceptions:


Shall have no voting privileges


Shall not serve as Chairman of any Committee


Shall hold no Executive Board Office

Associate membership will be deemed a support gesture gladly accepted by current Active members.

Active and Associate memberships shall be terminated for non-payment of yearly dues, by resignation, and for other reasons as determined by action of the Executive Board.

ARTICLE X

Notwithstanding any other provision of these articles, the association shall not carry on any other activities not permitted to be carried on (a) by an organization exempt from Federal income tax under section 501 (C) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code or the corresponding provision of any future federal tax code, or (b) by an association, contributions to which are deductible under section 170 (C) (2) of the Internal Revenue Code or the corresponding provision of any future federal tax code.

ARTICLE XI – COMMITTEES

Standing Committee Chairmanship shall be open to Active members as follows:


Fundraisers


Scholarship


Two (2) representatives minimum for each Livestock Show Committee

ARTICLE XII – DISSOLUTION OF THE ASSOCIATION

Upon dissolution of the association, assets shall be distributed for one or more exempt purposes within the meeting of the section 501 (C) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code, or the corresponding section of any future federal tax code, or shall be distributed to the federal government, or to state or local government for a public purpose.  Any such assets not disposed of shall be disposed of by a Court of Competent jurisdiction of the county in which the principal office of the association is then located, exclusively for such purposes of such organization or organizations, as said Court shall determine, which are organized and operated exclusively for such purposes.

ARTICLE XIII – AMENDMENTS

These bylaws may be amended by submitting the proposed changes, in writing, to the Executive Board for study and approval before the March meeting.  At the March meeting, the changes will be presented to the general membership.  The changes will then be voted on at the regular April meeting and accepted/declined by a two-thirds vote of the active members.

ARTICLE XIII – DISTRIBUTION OF FUNDS

The income generated from the fundraising activities shall be distributed as follows:


10%

of gross proceeds go to the scholarship fund


20-30%
of net proceeds will remain in the account to roll to the next year


60-70%
of net proceeds will be used for the kids to spend on events & projects

The Principal of Cypress Ranch High School has the authority to disallow the continued association of any school program with a parent or community organization that has been judged by the principal to be disruptive to the educational activities or goals of the program or group.
